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Introduction  
 
In November 2010 McCord Hospital hopes to host a month of Christmas Celebrations for the 1,250 
children in the Sinkithemba (‘we have hope’) HIV programme. Our children, aged between 0 and 18 
years, come from underprivileged backgrounds in communities right across Durban, and they are all 
living with HIV. Throughout the year they visit the Sinikithemba clinic once per month to have their 
health monitored and to receive new prescriptions for their ARV medication. Just once in the year, in 
the lead up to Christmas, we would like to host the children at the clinic for a different purpose – to 
simply have fun, to forget about their troubles, to 
celebrate another year gone by and to spend 
time with other children in an environment of 
acceptance and support.  
 
With so many children in the programme, we are 
unable to cater for them all at one Christmas 
event. Hence we have created the concept of a 
month long ‘Christmas Celebration’ during which 
roughly 50 children will attend each work day for 
the month’s duration.  The celebration will be 
hosted at McCord Hospital and we are looking for 
sponsors to help us by providing funds for, or in-
kind donations of, food, decorations, party packs and small Christmas presents. The presents will, for 
most of our children, be the only one they receive this Christmas.  
 
 As McCord is a non-profit section 21 Hospital, relying on donor funding and government support to be 
able to continue providing quality care at affordable prices to Durban’s people, we would like to 
request that individuals and businesses to consider partnering with us in this event. Please consider 
either contributing financially towards the Christmas Celebrations or donating in-kind items such as 
food, presents or party packs.  We understand the importance of receiving value for your Corporate 
Social Responsibility (CSR) spend. To this end, we are more than happy to discuss ideas for promoting 
corporate sponsorships.   

 
The Sinikithemba Paediatrics Programme at McCord Hospital 

Sinikithemba (‘we have hope’) is McCord’s HIV care 
programme, and the Sinikithemba Paediatrics division 
looks after 1,250  children and teenagers who are HIV-
positive and receiving the full spectrum of medical, 
psychological and spiritual outpatient care in an 
environment of acceptance and support. With Kwa Zulu 
Natal being the epicentre of the world’s HIV/AIDS 
pandemic, there is a pressing need for programmes like 
ours. Here at McCord we continue to strive to be at the 
forefront of the fight against HIV/AIDS and to provide 
quality healthcare to the disadvantaged.    
 
Kwa Zulu Natal is the epicentre of the world’s HIV pandemic, containing more people living with HIV 
than anywhere else in the world. Over 95 percent of the children in the Sinikithemba programme were 
born HIV-positive, with the remaining children becoming infected through blood-to-blood contact or 
rape. At McCord, we pride ourselves on offering our Sinikithemba patients the chance to live a full, 
happy and healthy life in which their HIV is well-managed and they receive the full spectrum of medial 
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and psychosocial support. The children in our programme are the lucky ones, and they and their 
families give thanks each and every day for the difference the programme has made in their lives.  

The Christmas Celebration 

The Christmas Celebration will see 1,250 children attending a ‘party’ at McCord Hospital (50 children 

per day) throughout the month of November. We are aiming to raise funds or in-kind donations to the 

following effect:  

Per Child cost:  

Christmas gift R25.00 

Party Pack R15.00 

Meal R30.00 

Drink R5.00 

Total per child: R75.00 

 

Therefore, in order to cater for 1,250 children, we require a total 

amount of R93 750. However, if any of the items listed above can 

be donated by individuals or businesses, the monetary amount 

required will decrease.  

We are calling for individuals to sponsor one child to attend the 

Christmas Celebration (R75); or for companies to sponsor one day (R3750) or one week (R18,750) of 

the Celebration. All donors (or employees of sponsor organisations) are invited to attend the 

Celebration as volunteers and assist the Sinikithemba team with supervising the children. 

The celebrations will take place in the Play Room and outside Play Area, a safe, bright and beautiful 

environment that the children are familiar with and comfortable in.
